e Ifany violent action or vandalism takes place, consequences will include criminal charges.

¢ You may NOT paint your parking spot. Adding anything to the parking spot could result in
additional charges and or revocation of your senior parking privilege without a refund.

¢ During after school hours your spot is open to anyone.

e Spots are non-refundable.
